
TRUANCY POLICY 
 
STAYING IN SCHOOL IS THE FIRST STEP TO A GOOD EDUCATION.  STUDENTS CANNOT LEARN IF THEY ARE NOT IN SCHOOL.  ABSENCES FROM SCHOOL FOR ANY REASON (ILLNESS, 
VACATION, RELIGIOUS HOLIDAYS, FAMILY DEATHS AND OTHERS) AFFECT A STUDENT’S ABILITY TO LEARN AND SUCCEED.   
 
POLICY: 
A STUDENT SHALL BE DECLARED TRUANT IF HE/SHE HAS HAD ANY ABSENCE FROM SCHOOL FOR MORE THAN 20 DAYS IN ONE SEMESTER.  AFTER FIVE ABSENCES, THE FOLLOWING 
PROCEDURES WILL BE FOLLOWED.
